 Requires law enforcement to provide written notification to parent or 

guardian of person under age 18 who commits first offense of unlawfully 

possessing or consuming alcoholic beverage, cannabis, marijuana, or hashish.

person committed the second violation, shall be temporarily 23 

maintained in accordance with this section only for the purposes of 24 

determining a subsequent violation subject to the consequences set 25 

forth in subparagraph (c) of this paragraph.

 (c) for a third or subsequent violation, a write-up issued by a 27 

law enforcement officer to the underage person indicating that a 28 

third or subsequent violation has occurred, which includes the 29 

person’s name, address, and date of birth. If the violation is by a 30 

person 18 years of age or older, the officer shall include with the 31 

write-up a referral for accessing community services provided by a 32 

public or private agency or organization, and provide notice to that 33 

agency or organization of the referral which may also be used to 34 

initiate contact with the person, and the agency or organization shall 35 

offer assistance to the person with opportunities to access further 36 

social services, including but not limited to counseling, tutoring 37 

programs, mentoring services, and faith-based or other community 38 

initiatives.  If the violation is by a person under 18 years of age, a 39 

written notification concerning the third or subsequent violation 40 

shall be provided to the parent, guardian or other person having 41 

legal custody of the underage person in accordance with section 3 42 

of P.L.1991, c.169 (C.33:1-81.1a).  The written notification shall 43 

include a referral for the person and the parent, guardian or other 44 

person having legal custody of the underage person for accessing 45 

community services provided by a public or private agency or 46 

organization, and provide notice to that agency or organization of 47 

the referral which may also then be used to initiate contact with 48 
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both persons, and the agency or organization shall offer assistance 1 

to both with opportunities to access further social services, 2 

including counseling, tutoring programs, mentoring services, and 3 

faith-based or other community initiatives.  A copy of a write-up for 4 

a third or subsequent violation, the written notification to the 5

 The failure of a person under the legal age to purchase alcoholic 15 

beverages or cannabis items, or the failure of a parent, guardian or 16 

other person having legal custody of the underage person, to accept 17 

assistance from an agency or organization to which a law 18 

enforcement referral was made, or to access any community 19 

services provided by that agency or organization shall not result in 20 

any summons, initiation of a complaint, or other legal action to be 21 

adjudicated and enforced in any court.  22 

 (2) (a)  A person under the legal age to purchase alcoholic 23 

beverages or cannabis items is not capable of giving lawful consent 24 

to a search to determine a violation of this section, and a law 25 

enforcement officer shall not request that a person consent to a 26 

search for that purpose. 27 

 (b) The odor of an alcoholic beverage, marijuana, hashish, 28 

cannabis, or cannabis item, or  burnt marijuana, hashish, cannabis, 29 

or cannabis item, shall not constitute reasonable articulable 30 

suspicion to initiate an investigatory stop of a person, nor shall it 31 

constitute probable cause to initiate a search of a person or that 32 

person’s personal property to determine a violation of paragraph (1) 33 

of this subsection.  Additionally, the unconcealed possession of an 34 

alcoholic beverage, marijuana, hashish, or cannabis item in 35 

violation of paragraph (1) of this subsection, observed in plain sight 36 

by a law enforcement officer, shall not constitute probable cause to 37 

initiate a search of a person or that person’s personal property to 38 

determine any further violation of that paragraph or any other 39 

violation of law.   40 

 (3) A person under the legal age to purchase alcoholic 41 

beverages or cannabis items who violates paragraph (1) of this 42 

subsection for possessing or consuming an alcoholic beverage, 43 

marijuana, hashish, or a cannabis item shall not be subject to arrest, 44 
1shall not be transported to a police station, police headquarters, or 45 

other place of law enforcement operations,1 and shall not 46 
1otherwise1 be subject to detention or 1

[otherwise]1 be taken into 47 

custody by a law enforcement officer 1at or near the location where 48 
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the violation occurred,1 except to the extent 1that detention or 1

(C.40A:14-118.5), the video and audio recording 13 

functions of a law enforcement officer’s body worn camera, as 14 

defined in that section, shall be activated whenever the law 15 

enforcement officer is responding to a call for service related to a 16 

violation or suspected violation of paragraph (1) of this subsection 17 

for possessing or consuming an alcoholic beverage, marijuana, 18 

hashish, or a cannabis item, or at the initiation of any other law 19 

enforcement or investigative encounter between an officer and a 20 

person related to a violation or suspected violation of that 21 

paragraph, and shall remain activated until the encounter has fully 22 

concluded and the officer leaves the scene of the encounter; 23 

provided, however, that the video and audio recording functions of 24 

a body worn camera shall not be deactivated pursuant to 25 

subparagraph (a) of paragraph (2) of subsection c. of P.L.2020, 26 

c.129 (C.40A:14-118.5), based on a request to deactivate the 27 

camera by a person who is the subject of a responsive call for 28 

service or law enforcement or investigative encounter related to a 29 

violation or suspected violation of paragraph (1)of this subsection.

 (5) As part of the process for the issuance of a written warning 31 

or write-up to a person for a violation of paragraph (1)of this 32 

subsection, the law enforcement officer shall take possession of any 33 

alcoholic beverage, marijuana, hashish, or cannabis item from the 34 

person, and any drug or cannabis paraphernalia for use with any 35 

marijuana, hashish, or cannabis item.  The existence and description 36 

of the alcoholic beverage, marijuana, hashish, or cannabis item, and 37 

any drug or cannabis paraphernalia shall be included in the sworn 38 

statement that includes a description of the relevant facts and 39 

circumstances that support the officer’s determination that the 40 

person committed a violation, and which record is temporarily 41 

maintained in accordance with this section to determine subsequent 42 

possession or consumption violations, and track referrals for 43 

accessing community services provided by a public or private 44 

agency or organization due to a third or subsequent violation.  Any 45 

alcoholic beverage, marijuana, hashish, cannabis item, or drug or 46 

cannabis paraphernalia obtained by the law enforcement officer 47
